STITCHES
Using Knitting Needles:

Tubular stitch (work on odd number of sts)
Row 1: k1, * wyif, sl 1 st purlwise, wyib, k1, rep from * to end.
Row 2: wyif, sl 1 st purlwise, * k1, wyif, sl 1 st purlwise, wyib, 
rep from * to end.
Rep these 2 rows.

Tubular stitch (work on even number of sts)
Row 1: k2, * wyif, sl 1 st purlwise, wyib, k1, rep from * to end. 
Row 2: wyif, sl 1 st purlwise, * k1, wyif, sl 1 st purlwise, wyib, 
rep from * to last st, k1.
Rep these 2 rows.

Garter stitch

Two-color pattern (multiple of 4 sts plus 3)
Row 1 (RS): using medium grey, k.
Row 2: using medium grey, p.
Row 3: using light grey, *k3, wyib, sl 1 st knitwise; rep from * 
to last 3 sts, k3.
Row 4: using light grey, *k3, wyif, sl 1 st purlwise; rep from * 
to last 3 sts, k3.
Row 5: using medium grey, k.
Row 6: using medium grey, p.
Row 7: using light grey, *k1, wyib, sl 1 st knitwise, k2; rep 
from * to last 3 sts, k1, wyib, sl 1 st knitwise, k1. 
Row 8: using light grey, k1, wyif, sl 1 st purlwise, k1, *k2, wyif, 
sl 1 st purlwise, k1; rep from * to end.
Rep Rows 1-8 for Two-color patt. 

Using crochet hook:

Chain stitch [ch]

Slip stitch [sl st]

Single crochet [sc]

Using tapestry needle:

Darning stitch

GAUGE
19 sts and 33 rows to 4in/10cm over Two-color patt, using size 
US 8 (5mm) needles.

BACK 
Using size US 8 (5mm) needles and dark grey yarn cast on 79 sts. 
For waistedge work 4 rows in Tubular st and 10 rows in Garter 
st. Cont to work in Two-color patt, dec 1 st each side every 16th 
row 5 times. 69 sts rem. When piece measures 11¾in/30cm 
from waistedge, shape armholes. Bind off 3 sts at beg of next 
2 rows.

Next (dec) row (RS): k2, ssk (= sl 2 sts separately to right needle 
as if to knit, sl left needle into these 2 sts from left to right and 
knit them together: 2 sts become 1), patt to last 4 sts, k2 tog, k2.

Patt one row. Rep last 2 rows twice more. Cont in Two-color 
patt until armhole measures 7½in/19cm, ending with a Row 2 
or a Row 6 of patt. Bind off rem 57 sts.

LEFT FRONT
Using size US 8 (5mm) needles and dark grey yarn cast on 40 sts. 
For waistedge work 4 rows in Tubular st and 10 rows in Garter st. 
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Cont to work in Two-color patt, working 1 selvedge st on left 
side (opening edge) and dec 1 st on right side every 16 row 5 
times. When piece measures 11¾in/30cm from waistedge, 
shape armhole. Bind off 3 sts at beg of next row (RS), then at 
same side dec 1 st every other row 3 times inside 2 sts from 
edge, as made for Back. Work even until armhole measures 
3½in/9cm, ending with a RS row. Shape neck:

Next row (WS): bind off 5 sts, patt to end.

Patt 1 row.

Next row: bind off 3 sts, patt to end.

Dec 1 st at neck edge every other row 3 times. Work even until 
armhole measures 7½in/19cm, ending with same patt row as 
Back. Bind off rem 18 sts.

RIGHT FRONT
Work to correspond to Left Front, reversing shaping by working 
armhole shaping at beg of WS rows and neck shaping at beg of 
RS rows.

SLEEVES
Using size US 8 (5mm) needles and dark grey yarn cast on 40 
sts. For cuff work 4 rows in Tubular st and 10 rows in Garter 
st. Cont to work in Two-color patt, inc 11 sts evenly distributed 
across first row. There are 51 sts. Then inc 1 st each side every 
10th row 9 times. Work even until sleeve measures 14¼in/36cm 
from cuff. Shape sleeve cap. Bind off 3 sts at beg of next 2 rows. 

Next (dec) row (RS): k2, ssk, patt to last 4 sts, k2 tog, k2.

Patt one row. Rep last 2 rows twice more.

Next (dec) row (RS): k2, ssk, patt to last 4 sts, k2 tog, k2.

Patt 3 rows. Rep last 4 rows 6 times more.

Next (dec) row (RS): k2, ssk, patt to last 4 sts, k2 tog, k2.

Patt one row. Rep last 2 rows once more.

Next (dec) row (RS): k2, sssk (= sl 3 sts separately to right needle 
as if to knit, sl left needle into these 3 sts from left to right and 
knit them together: 3 sts become 1), patt to last 5 sts, k3 tog, k2.

Patt one row. Rep last 2 rows 5 times more. Bind off rem 15 sts.

FINISHING
Sew shoulder seams. Using size US 8 (5mm) needles, dark grey 
yarn and RS facing, pick up and knit 77 sts evenly around neck 
edge. Work 4 rows in Garter st.

Change color and using medium grey yarn work 1 row k. Cont 
to work in Two-color patt, working at beg and at end of each 
row 1 selvedge st. Work odd rows of patt on WS, which will be 
RS of Collar. Work even in patt until Collar measures 3in/8cm 
from beg, ending with a Row 1 or a Row 5 of patt. Bind off all sts 
knitting them with medium grey yarn.

Using crochet hook and dark grey yarn, join yarn with a sl st at 
lower edge of Right Front opening, 1 ch (corresponding to first 
sc), 75 sc evenly up Right Front opening edge, 15 sc evenly along 
right side of Collar, 1 sc into point, 75 sc evenly along upper side 
of Collar, 1 sc into point, 15 sc evenly along ledt side of Collar, 76 
sc evenly down Left Front opening edge. Fasten off.

Using size US 8 (5mm) needles, dark grey yarn and RS facing, 
pick up and knit 76 sts up Right Front opening edge, 15 sts from 
right side of Collar, 3 sts into point (2 incs made), 75 sts from 
upper side of Collar, 3 sts into point (2 incs made), 15 sts from 
left side of Collar, 76 sts down Left Front opening edge.

Next row: k.

Next row (RS- buttonhole row): k5, yo, ssk, (k10, yo, ssk) 5 
times, k to end inc 1 st each side of two Collar points.

Next row: k.

Next row: k, inc 1 st each side of two Collar points.

Next row: k.

Then work 4 rows in Tubular st. Bind off in Darning st with 
tapestry needle. Set in sleeves. Sew side and sleeve seams. Sew 
on buttons  D
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
