® P, jersey der.

(ver pag. de p. basicos)
o1 * P. bobo
N°6 7% (ver pag. de p. bésicos)
® P, elastico 1x1

MUESTRA DEL PUNTO

Las medidas que se dan son planchadas con
vapor con mucha precaucion

Ap. jersey der., ag. n° 6 2

10x10 cm = 16 p. y 22 vtas.

ESPALDA

Nota: De un ovillo sacar la hebra del interior y
hacer un ovillo de toda la lana que salga del col.
crudo, a continuacion del ovillo que hemos hecho
en col. crudo hacer 2 ovillos que tengan el mismo
peso y dejar en espera.

Con otro ovillo, y empezando por el interior del
ovillo (= col. crudo), montar 88 p. Trab. a p.
elastico 1x1.

A 3 cm de largo total, continuar trab. a p. jersey
der. Cuando empiece a salir el col. estampado
dejar el ovillo y continuar con ¥z ovillo de los que
se han hecho al inicio de col. crudo.

Mangas: A 40 cm de largo total, ahadir en ambos
lados en cada inicio de vta., para las mangas:
1 vez 44 p. Quedaran: 176 p.

Continuar trab. con la lana estampada.
Hombros: A 18 cm contando desde el inicio de
las mangas cerrar en ambos lados en cada inicio
de vta.: 1 vez 66 p. Quedaran 44 p.

Continuar trab. 4 vtas a p. bobo para el cuello y
cerrar todos los p.

Nota: Dadas las caracteristicas de este articulo
las medidas del patrén son aproximadas.

DELANTERO
Trab. igual que la espalda, empezando por el inte-
rior del ovillo que queda (= col. crudo).

CONFECCION Y REMATE

Doblar cada pieza por separado, haciendo coin-
cidir los hombros, hilvanar a todo alrededor y
planchar con mucha precaucion.

Toda la labor se cose a p. de lado (ver pag. de
p. basicos).

Coser los hombros y la altura del cuello.

Con el jersey abierto, dar un repaso de plancha,
con mucha precaucion, a las costuras que se
ha formado.

Coser los lados y el bajo de las mangas.

MELODY COLOR: 3 balls col. 300

NOTE: This is a “perfect cycle” yarn and in this
case the ball of yarn has the printed colour at
the outside.

(see basic instructions)
Size 102 (U.S.)/| e Garter st
(6.5 mm) (see basic instructions)
e 1x1 Ribbing
(see basic instructions)
GAUGE

The measurements are taken after very carefully
blocking (pressing) the sample swatch with steam
Using size 10 %2 needles in stockinette st:

16 sts & 22 rows = 4x4”

BACK

Note: Take the length of yarn from the middle of
one ball of yarn and wind a smaller ball of yarn
using all the colour cream, then wind 2 balls of
yarn with the same weight from the yarn left over
from this ball and leave it on hold to one side.
Take another ball of yarn and starting with the
end from the inside (= cream), cast on 88 sts.
Work in 1x1 ribbing.

When back measures 1 1/8” (3 cm) measuring
from the start, continue working in stockinette st.
When the printed colour part of the yarn starts
to appear, leave the ball of yarn and continue
with the %2 ball, of the ones that were made at
the start, in cream.

Sleeves: When back measures 15 3/4” (40 cm)
measuring from the start, add the following sts at
the beginning of each row for the sleeves: 44 sts
1 time. Total: 176 sts

Continue working with the printed yarn.
Shoulders: At a distance of 7 1/8” (18 cm) meas-
uring from the start of the sleeve shaping, bind
(cast off) at each edge, at the beginning of each
row as follows: 66 sts 1 time. Total: 44 sts.
Continue working 4 rows in garter st for the collar
and bind (cast off) all the sts.

Note: Given the characteristics of this yarn, the
measurements are approximate.
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FRONT

Work the same as the back, starting with the end
of yarn from the inside of the remaining ball of
yarn (= cream).

FINISHING (MAKING UP)

Fold each piece in half separately matching the
shoulders together, baste all around the edges
and very carefully block (press).

The whole jumper is sewn using side seams.
Sew the shoulders and the collar seam.

With the garment laid flat and open, give the
recently sewn seams a light block (press) using
great care.

Sew the sides and the underarm seams.
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
